o We will build effective structures, adapting to changing needs
and new ideas as we continually discern God’s will for us in this
place.

The Worship Ministry Team has arrived at the following conclusions:

o0 The HOW is a continually ongoing process, as opposed to a
static list. What is most important is that we are open to being
led in new or different directions as faithful followers of Christ
and that we not be confined to “this is the way we’ve always
done it”.

o Inall ways, one of our principle roles is to support the staff that
are called to a ministry of Word and Sacrament or are in
supporting roles, particularly related to music ministry.

o For providing inspiring worship services, we see our role as
considering the context driven directions that our worship life
needs to go to minister not only to our congregation, but to the
community at large — the faithful and the seekers. In so doing
we need to consider the Ws — the What, When, Where, Who and
Why of our ongoing as well as our potential worship
experiences.

o For enhancing our gift-based ministry, we recognize that even as
the Worship Ministry Team strives to look at the bigger picture
of our worship life at Trinity and, as much as possible, leave the
details of worship to be dealt with outside of our team meetings
by staff and others, we need to provide meaning to all of the
many tasks, regardless of how small they are, that are associated
with our worship life and to make it clear that the people who
are called to do those tasks are doing them to the glory of God.
