CG: Lunchroom Theme Slide
Host enters.
Opener
HOST: “Welcome to [your environment’s name]! It’s the final week of the month, and even if you’re here for the very first time, we’re excited you’ve decided to check us out! You’ve picked a fantastic week to be here, because we’re trying something this week that is frowned upon by almost every adult but we think is, well, awesome! Before we get started, say hi to three or four friends around you by giving them a high-foot-five. It’s where you give a high-five, but with your feet!
Give a few high-foot-fives to kids around you.

“I was just thinking: Friends are the best, aren’t they? You like the same things, you hang out together, you play together, you can learn together. Some of your good friends might even be related to you—if your brothers or sisters aren’t insane like OTHER people’s brothers and sisters. We’ve learned that friendship has a lot to it, too, like loving one another, accepting one another, and forgiving one another no matter what. Let’s take one more look at our Life App for the month, shall we?
CG: Friendship Slide
“Friendship is using your words and actions to show others you care. With what you do and what you say, show others you care about them! For this last week, we’re breaking out the water bottles. Anyone in here pretty good at flipping them? (Be prepared for a loud response.)
“Oh good, then I’m in the right place. I’m going to need four kids who think they are the MASTER bottle flippers in here. Anyone want to volunteer?

Choose four kids to come onstage.
“Now, in order to make this interesting, we’re going to need a few more people to help. Volunteers, choose your teams! You’ll need three more people each to make teams of four, but there’s a catch. None of your teammates can be the same age. You must all be in different grades! Go find them!

Allow a moment or two for the volunteers to pick their teams. Once the teams are chosen, explain the rules and instructions to the Flipping Out Challenge. NOTE: If you’re using this script in an environment with the same age kids, just have them each bring up three people.
Flipping Out Challenge Rules:
• There are four players per team, and each player has a specific job, assembly-line style.

• Start with an empty water bottle with the cap screwed on.

• Player One unscrews the bottle cap.

• Player Two pours some water into the bottle.

• Player Three screws the top back on.

• Player Four flips the water bottle.

• The water bottle must land before filling up another one!
• Whoever flips and successfully lands the most water bottles in 60 seconds wins!

Host leads the challenge and declares a winner after 60 seconds. Once the winner is announced, lead the audience in thunderous applause for all the teams.
“It’s guaranteed that you’ll get yelled at if you try that in the library. And later you’ll be flipping out at the Bible story. I hear some of you are the stars, and you don’t even know it yet! For now, though, let’s worship God together!”
Host exits as Worship Leaders enter.
Worship
WORSHIP LEADER: “Hey, everyone! It is my favorite time because we get to sing together. Stand to your feet and get ready to get loud. This month we taught you a new song called ‘Anything Ever.’ It’s about God’s great big love for you and me. His love is the very best. I get excited just thinking about how much Jesus loves us! So c’mon, let’s get loud and sing this together. Here we go!

SFX: “Anything Ever” / track 5 from At the Top of My Lungs
“Yeah! God’s love is so great. That sounded amazing. Check out what Psalm 89:1-2 says: Lord, I will sing about your great love forever. For all time to come, I will tell how faithful you are. I will tell everyone that your love stands firm forever. I will tell them that you are always faithful (NIrV). Our God is faithful and there is no one that compares to how great and awesome He is. Throughout time we see how He did the impossible. He made miracles happen. He heals, and He restores. He is the best friend we could ever have, so let’s lift our voices and sing praises to our God! C’mon.”
SFX: “Our God” / track 6 from Jesus Music Box
Storyteller enters as Worship Leaders exit.
Setting up the story
STORYTELLER: “We’ve been through quite a bit this month, haven’t we? We’ve thrown sandwiches together, sung crazy songs to help tell a story, and hopefully we’ve even met a few new friends along the way! I’ll tell you this much, as much as I love reading Bible stories, I think I love it even more when I get to tell them to YOU! 

“Speaking of going through a lot, there’s a man in the Bible who had to deal with much more than any person should have to deal with. A ton of bad things happened to him. And it’s in those times—when people are down, when life is handing them a sack full of lemons—that people need friends the most. 

CG: Memory Verse Slide
“Take a look at how our memory verse puts it: A friend loves at all times. They are there to help when trouble comes, Proverbs 17:17 (NIrV). It says ALL times. It’s not just the happy times, but the rough times as well. Think about it for a moment: Can you remember a time when things weren’t going your way, and a good friend lifted your spirits for a while? I sure can.

OPTIONAL: If appropriate, tell about a time when things weren’t going so great and a friend helped you.
“Friends are simply the best medicine for anything that’s bugging you! And one person in the Bible who needed friends in a big way was Job.

Open the Bible to Job 2.

“Job (BOY HAPPY FACE 1) was an honest and righteous man. He had great respect for God and did his best to avoid doing what was wrong. Job had a large family: seven sons (GROUP OF SEVEN BOYS) and three daughters (GROUP OF THREE GIRLS). And he owned 7,000 sheep, 3,000 camels, 1,000 oxen, and 500 donkeys. Job (BOY HAPPY FACE 2) had everything a person could ask for, and he thanked God for everything he had.”
A SMACK IN THE FACE
STORYTELLER: “One day, however, tragedy struck! (SHOCKED FACE 1) A messenger ran up to Job’s house with horrible news! (SHOCKED FACE 2) The messenger said, ‘Sir! We’ve been attacked! While your oxen were out plowing the field, the Sabeans came and carried them off! Your donkeys, too! And they killed some of your servants with their swords!’ (SHOCKED FACE 3)
“Job was surprised and sad! (SAD FACE 1) He said, ‘Oh, no! That’s horrible. We must do something!’ While they were still talking, a second messenger ran up to Job. He had horrible news too! (SCARED FACE 1) The messenger said, ‘Job! Job! I have some terrible news!’ He said, ‘I know I just heard. It’s tragic.’ The messenger was confused. (CONFUSED FACE 1) He said, ‘You heard about the lightning?’ Now Job was confused. (CONFUSED FACE 2) ‘Lightning? What lightning?!’ (SCARED FACE 2) ‘There was a lightning storm where your sheep were grazing! All 7,000 sheep and some of your servants are dead. (ZOOMED-IN SCARED FACE 1) 
“Job could barely believe it. He said, ‘I can barely believe it. We’ll have to tell the servants’ families.’ At that moment, a third messenger came running up. ‘What now?!’ asked Job. (SCARED FACE 3) The messenger said, ‘We’ve been attacked!’ Job asked, ‘By the Sabeans?’ ‘No!’ said the messenger. (ZOOMED-IN SCARED FACE 2) ‘By the Chaldeans! They’ve taken your camels! (ZOOMED-IN SCARED FACE 3) YOUR CAMELS!’ (ZOOMED-IN SCARED FACE 4) ‘Not my camels!’ (ZOOMED-IN SCARED FACE 5) ‘YES, YOUR CAMELS! Oh, and the rest of your servants are dead too.’
(SHOCKED FACE 4) “Job wondered, ‘Can this day get any worse?!’ Before he could finish the thought, a fourth messenger walked slowly up to Job, a heartbroken look on his face. (HEARTBROKEN FACE) ‘Please just tell me,’ said Job. ‘It’s not like anything worse can happen.’ The messenger said, ‘Well, your sons and daughters were at a party at your oldest son’s house. It was a freak of nature, sir. Out of nowhere, a great wind came and blew the house down. Your seven sons (GROUP OF SEVEN BOYS) and three daughters (GROUP OF THREE GIRLS) all died.’”
PUTTING ON A BRAVE FACE
STORYTELLER: (SHOCKED FACE 5) “Job couldn’t believe it. He grabbed the robe he was wearing and pulled with all his might, tearing it. (SOBBING FACE) He cried in anguish over his great loss. He was so despondent he shaved his head completely bald. (BALD HEAD) Job said, ‘I was born with nothing. I’ll leave with nothing. God gave me everything I have and He has taken it away. I will praise Him.’
“Let’s just take a moment here. In spite of everything that had happened, Job didn’t accuse God of doing anything wrong—not once. Instead, he praised Him. (THINKING FACE) That’s pretty amazing considering all that happened!
“Some time later, Job’s misfortune continued to grow. Painful and itchy sores broke out all over Job’s body from head to toe. (ITCHY FACE) Job’s wife was outraged. She couldn’t believe he was still faithful to God. (GIRL SCOLDING FACE) She said, ‘You should curse God instead!’ Job said, ‘No way. We accept the good from God, and we must also accept the bad.’”
FRIENDLY FACES
STORYTELLER: “Job had three friends: Eliphaz, Bildad, and Zophar. They heard about all of Job’s troubles and decided they should go and see him. (THREE BOYS WITH THUMBS UP) They tried to think of ways to cheer him up. They might have thought about what it would feel like if a friend tried to cheer them up when they weren’t in the mood. They tried to feel what Job was feeling. If he was happy, (THREE BOYS SMILING) they’d rejoice with him. If he was miserable, (THREE BOYS CRYING) then they’d feel sad with him. Or maybe they could say nothing. This sounded like the best idea. They could just be there for Job if he needed them. 

“As they got closer to where Job lived, they saw him from a distance. He was shaved bald and bandaged from all the sores. They could hardly recognize him. Job’s friends began to cry loudly. (THREE BOYS SOBBING) And they tore their clothes, just as Job had torn his. And they sprinkled dust on their heads. They tried to help the best they could for their friend who was going through a really rough time.

“Later on, Job's friends didn't handle his situation very well. They ended up giving him some bad advice. But at first, for a whole week, they got it right. For seven days they sat with Job, with no one saying a word. No funny songs, no magic tricks, just three men choosing to be there for their hurting friend.” (FOUR BOYS WITH ARMS AROUND EACH OTHER)
wrapping up THE STORY
STORYTELLER: “Crazy, right? I can’t think of anything worse than what happened to poor Job. Everything he owned, all of his livestock—gone. His family—gone. His wife telling him he should quit on God. His own body covered in painful, itchy sores. How could it get any worse? Thankfully, he had a few friends who understood and tried to help, at least for a little while. 
“Are you that kind of friend? Are you a cheerleader for your friend when they’ve got a big opportunity coming up? Do you remind your friend they matter when they’re feeling unappreciated? Are you like Job’s friends, just being there for your friend during their hardest times? The Bible says in 1 Thessalonians 5:11: So encourage one another with the hope you have. Build each other up (NIrV). To encourage one another—what a great way to show friendliness. It’s like our Bottom Line for today.
CG: Bottom Line Slide
[Bottom Line] “Friends encourage one another. When you look to encourage the friends in your life, you might say a kind word, share a meaningful gift, or, like Job’s friends, you could end up being the person that sits with your friends and is there as a shoulder to lean on when life gets hard. Let’s pray and ask God to help us be there for our friends and encourage them when they need it most.”
Pray
STORYTELLER: “Lord, please help us learn from what Job’s friends did for him at the beginning of his ordeal, and encourage one another. Please help all of us to keep Your Word on our minds, so when we’re faced with opportunities to be encouraging, we take them. Lord, thank You for the friends You’ve put in our path, and please help us learn to be amazing friends to them too. Please help us to be forgiving, accepting, encouraging, and loving—because that’s the way You are with us. We love You, and we ask these things in Jesus’ name, amen.”
Storyteller exits as Host enters.
Closer
HOST: “Kids, that’s a great story to finish out this friendship month with—someone who has gone through terrible things being lifted up a bit by some good friends. [Storyteller’s name] talked about that verse in 1 Thessalonians about encouraging one another and building each other up. I’m wondering if we can do that right now! Find someone around you and give them a few words of encouragement. Tell them they’re awesome, tell them God loves them, and most of all tell them they’re a great friend. Take a minute to do just that!

Allow a few moments for kids to encourage one another.
“You can build each other up no matter who you are. But if you believe in Jesus, you have something to help you encourage others. You have a hope that one day all suffering and hard times will be over when God makes everything new again.
CG: Bottom Line Slide
“And here’s one last thing to remember: [Bottom Line] Friends encourage one another, especially when things aren’t looking so great! You can be just the encouragement they need! Let’s head to our small groups and continue discovering more about how we can encourage our friends. Have a great time together, and we’ll see you next week!”
Dismiss children to their small groups. 

SFX: Play high-energy music as the kids exit.
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
