Sour Grapes (King Ahab and Naboth’s Vineyard) • 1 Kings 21:1-19, 27
SETTING up the story
· 1 Kings: about kings who ruled God’s people
· Some of the kings were wise and listened to God
· Some kings acted foolish; Some, like King Ahab, were awful
· Ahab did whatever he wanted, didn’t pay any attention to God
take the field
· King Ahab noticed Naboth’s vineyard
· Naboth’s land had been handed down through generations; he was thankful
· King Ahab decided he wanted it for himself, for a vegetable garden
· He told Naboth to give it to him, but Naboth wouldn’t budge
Denied
· Ahab was angry, pouted, didn’t eat anything
· Jezebel came in to check on him
· She told him to cheer up, hatched an evil plan
lying letters
· Jezebel wrote letters in Ahab’s name, sent them to elders and nobles in Naboth’s city
· The letters said to have two men bring charges that Naboth cursed God and the king
· Jezebel told them to take Naboth out of the city and throw stones at him
· The elders and nobles did what she asked
· Naboth was dead, so Jezebel told King Ahab to take over Naboth’s land
Wrapping up the story
· Elijah was a prophet; he gave people messages from God
· Elijah told Ahab that God was going to send big trouble his way
· King Ahab moped around his palace
· Have you ever wanted something that someone else had?
· Ahab did, and it made him jealous and miserable
· BL: Wanting what others have can make you miserable.
· Look at what God has given you
· Thank God for what you do have, trust Him no matter what
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
