What You Do:

· Download and print this week’s tech sheet for everyone helping with Large Group.

· Download the slides and have them ready to use. If you do not have CG capabilities, you have Orange’s permission to enlarge and print the slides on paper.
· Download music from a resource such as iTunes® and have it ready to play. Note: Legally a song belongs to the songwriter/composer who created it and the publisher who markets it. Performance rights organizations (PROs) license public performances (live or recorded) of their members’ music. Usually, but not always, PROs give general permission for performances in worship services. We recommend you obtain permission from the PRO representing the song or the publisher of the song you wish to play. PROs in the U.S. are ASCAP, BMI, and SESAC. For a list of PROs in your part of the world: www.iamusic.com. Look at the copyright on the CD or sheet music to discover the PRO or publisher of the song. It is up to you to make sure your church has permission to perform or play a recording of a song.
· Optional: Download a countdown video from a royalty-free site. Load it into your presentation software and have it ready to play during the Opener. You could also keep time on a smartphone or watch. Note: Some presentation software such as ProPresenter have a countdown clock built into the program that you can overlay on a still image. 
· A 252 Media Package is available for purchase to go along with each curriculum tier. These graphic motion loops are included in the package. For more information, visit Store.ThinkOrange.com.
· Create a computer costume for the Host. Use a medium-large box. Secure the bottom of the box with tape. Then, cut a space for the Host’s head to come through. Then, cut holes on the side of the box for arms. Use spray paint or another type of paint to decorate your computer. It doesn’t have to look professional; in fact, the more homemade, the better. (If you don’t want to use a costume, you can have the Host hold up a laptop instead.)
· Tape a circle on the stage for the Host to stand in during the game.
· Crumple up lots of colored paper (half blue and half red). Place the crumpled-up paper balls into the two plastic bins. Keep them separated by color.

What You Do:

· Download the slides and have them ready to use. If you do not have CG capabilities, you have Orange’s permission to enlarge and print the slides on paper.
· Download music from a resource such as iTunes® and have it ready to play.
· Find volunteers who can play the three different parts, and provide costumes for them. (You could use the Host, Worship Leaders, or others in your church or community.) For Violet, think of a super-confident kid you could ask ahead of time—either a girl in your elementary environment or a middle school student. Ask her to go backstage and get in costume during Worship. Origin: 1925–30; perhaps an alternative form of gadget
No kid—or adult—comes pre-programmed with self-control! You’ve got to upgrade your Operating System and update the way you react. Give kids a tangible way to reprogram with this super-cool Self-Control Slap Bracelet. When they start to lose control, they slap it over to start an “update in progress.” Then slap it back when the update is complete. It’s a great reminder that God can help you choose to do what you should—even when you don’t want to.

Opener

HOST: “Hello, everyone! I bet you’re wondering why I’m dressed like a computer. Well, this month is all about updating your operating system.

“You see, every computer has this thing called an operating system. It’s what makes the computer work properly. An operating system can’t just stay the same, though. It has to be updated. That’s what it means when you get those pop-ups on your computer saying, ‘Update now!’ 

“You and I have an operating system, too. Every day, we get to choose the way we act and how we REact. When something happens to us, we need to update the way we react. We need to choose to have self-control.
CG: Self-control Slide
Optional CG (Media Package): Life App Video
“Self-control is choosing to do what you should even when you don’t want to.

Optional CG (Media Package): Theme TransBack Video
“Self-control helps you think before you act. For example, you might have a disagreement with a friend, and you might FEEL like getting really mad and losing your temper, but instead, you update the way you react. You choose to let it go. You choose to forgive your friend. Self-control is kind of like a wall that keeps you from trouble, which brings me to today’s game. I call it ‘Virus Warning.’
CG: “Virus Warning” Slide

“ALL of you get to play this game, and it’s boys versus girls! Boys, you can go on this side of the room. Girls, you can go on this side.
Get the kids to split up by gender.
“Here are your computer ‘viruses’—blue for the boys and red for the girls.
Worship Leaders enter and put the bin of crumpled-up blue papers in front of the boys, and they put the bin of crumpled-up red papers in front of the girls.
“I’ll stand inside this circle of tape on the stage. It’s my firewall. We’ll see if it can protect me from the viruses you throw my way. You’ll throw from behind your line. (Point to the tape lines on both sides.) Make sure everyone on your team can get in and grab a piece of paper, too.

“Your goal is to get more viruses of your color landing on me or inside the taped circle. You’ll have 60 seconds to throw as many as you can. (Point to Worship Leaders) My helpers here will toss back any papers that didn’t get into the circle so you can try again.
“Are you ready to play ‘Virus Warning’? (Pause for response.) All right! Ready, set, go!

Host sets his phone timer for 60 seconds.

SFX: High-energy music
Host comments on the action. Worship Leaders toss back any papers that don’t make it inside the tape circle.

After 60 seconds are up, Host and Worship Leaders determine the winning team, based on how many papers of each color end up inside the tape circle.

“That was crazy! You really got me. I guess I do need to update my operating system!

“Now go ahead and toss any papers you see back into those bins, and jump up on your feet, because it’s time for us to sing and worship God together.”

Host helps the kids throw the papers into the bins. He sets the bins out of the way and then exits.
Worship

WORSHIP LEADER: “Hey, everybody! It’s time for us to get on our feet and get ready to sing. As we begin this new year, I know one thing for sure: I want to go God’s way. Whatever He has for me, I’m all in. Is anyone else here ready to go God’s way? (Pause for response.) Yeah, I believe it! Come on. Let’s sing about it.
SFX: “Go” / track 12 from Alive
Optional CG: “Go” Live Lyrics or Dance Moves Music Video
“That’s right. We’re giving it all to go His way! Yes, that rocked. Before we continue in worship, everybody watch this.
Optional CG (Media Package): “Live Loud” video from Get Reel 2.0 DVD
“I want to live for Jesus. I want to give Him 100 percent of my heart. That’s what this new song is about—giving every beat of our life in worship. Come on. Let’s sing it now!

SFX: “Every Beat” / track 3 from Every Beat
Optional CG (Media Package): “Every Beat” Dance Moves Music Video
“God’s Word never fails, and it never changes. Psalm 119:160 says: All your words are true. All your laws are right. They last forever (NIrV). We can trust what God says in His Word. We can believe who He says we are. We are children of God. Let’s give Him our worship as we sing.”
SFX: “Who You Say I Am” / track n/a from Who You Say I Am single
Optional CG: “Who You Say I Am” Live Lyrics or Dance Moves Music Video
Storyteller enters as Worship Leaders exit.
CG: Blank Bottom Line Slide
Setting up the story
STORYTELLER: “Hello, everyone! It’s so great to be here to kick off our month talking about self-control. This month we’re looking at some really great verses from the book of Proverbs (hold up Bible) that will help us update the way we react.
“Most of the proverbs in this book were wise sayings of King Solomon—one of the wisest people who ever lived. God made Solomon really wise and then God inspired him, and others, to write down some of the wisdom God had given him. Today, let’s look at one of Solomon’s wise sayings in Proverbs 25:28.
Open the Bible to Proverbs 25:28 (NIrV) and read.

CG: Proverbs 25:28 Slide
“A person without self-control is like a city whose walls are broken through.
“Solomon was saying that if we don’t have self-control, we’re like a city whose walls are crumbling and have been crashed through. Of course, our cities today don’t have walls built around them. You can go to New York or London and you won’t have to get past a big wall to get inside. But in Solomon’s day, cities were surrounded with large, thick walls. Those walls kept the people safe inside the city when another group of people chose to attack.

“Self-control does the same thing for us. It’s like a defense that keeps us safe from harm. It’s like a good, sturdy wall of protection.

CG: Blank Bottom Line Slide
force field (VIOLET)
STORYTELLER: “Think of it this way. How many of you have seen the Incredibles movies? Raise your hand if you’ve seen either The Incredibles or Incredibles 2. (Pause for response.) Awesome.
“If you’ve seen the Incredibles movies, you know who Violet is. Violet is the teenage daughter of Mr. Incredible and Elastigirl.

SFX: “Incredits 2” from Incredibles 2
Kid volunteer dressed as Violet enters. (Or you could hold up a Violet action figure or cardboard standup.)
“Does anyone remember what her super power is? (Pause for response.) Right! Violet has the ability to be invisible. She can also project a force field around herself and anyone else who’s with her.

“Violet” stretches out her hand. Take the beach ball over toward her and pretend to hit it against her imaginary “force field”—like it’s bouncing back in your hands. (If you’re using an action figure, mime the force field around her with your hands.)
“Her super powers are so cool! I mean, being invisible is incredible, but can you imagine also being able to protect yourself and your family by projecting a force field? How awesome! Whenever some villain is trying to stop the Incredibles family and it looks like he’s about to destroy them with some big, crazy weapon, Violet saves her family by surrounding them with the force field.
“That’s what self-control can do for you. It’s like a force field of protection—like Solomon was saying about a city wall. It keeps you from doing something you really shouldn’t do. It helps you do what you should even when you don’t want to.”
Violet volunteer exits.
shield (Captain america)
STORYTELLER: “Here’s another example you might recognize. Who’s this?

SFX: “Captain America” from Captain America: The First Avenger
Volunteer dressed as Captain America enters, carrying his shield. (Or you could hold up a Captain America action figure or cardboard standup.)
“Right. It’s Captain America. And what does Captain America carry? (Pause for response.) Right. His shield.

“How many times has Captain America used a shield to protect him from some villain’s attack? How many times has he saved other people from attacks by using his shield? A lot, right? Well, self-control is your very own shield. It’s like a force field; it’s like a wall around a city. When you choose self-control—when you choose to do what you should—you have a powerful tool that can protect you from danger.”
Captain America volunteer exits.
football gear
STORYTELLER: “And this isn’t just true of superheroes. Like this one—are there any football fans in here today? (Pause for response.)

SFX: “Heavy Action (Theme from ‘Monday Night Football’)” by Johnny Pearson
Volunteer dressed in football gear enters. (Or you could hold up a football player action figure, cardboard standup, or bobblehead.)
Note: If football isn’t popular in your area, choose a different sport and highlight the athletes’ protective gear.

“I thought so! The playoffs are underway. Football fans are super excited to see which team is going to win the big game.
“So tell me: how do football players protect themselves? (Pause for response.) That’s right! They have all kinds of protective gear that they wear, like helmets and padding. They NEED it if they’re going to stay safe while other guys are trying to tackle them at full speed!

“Solomon might not have been talking about football in this verse, but the idea is basically the same. Self-control can help you—like a helmet and shoulder pads, like a shield, like a force field, like a solid city wall. When you choose to do what you should—even when you don’t want to—you protect yourself from harm.”
Football volunteer exits.
wrapping up THE STORY
STORYTELLER: “Solomon was wise enough to know that God is our protector. God has given us the ability to choose to protect ourselves by choosing self-control. When we do that, it’s like we build up a strong city wall that will keep us safe from harm.

“Solomon knew that this is true.
CG: Bottom Line Slide
[Bottom Line] “Doing what you should can keep you safe. 
“Don’t just do whatever pops into your head. Update the way you react. Stop and think about how you can [Basic Truth] make the wise choice. Listen to good advice from people you can trust, like your parents, your teachers, or your Small Group Leader.
“If your parents told you not to play a certain game on the computer, God can help you be wise. Put up your city wall, your shield, your force field. Choose not to play it. God can help you choose self-control.
“If your brother is driving you crazy and you feel like shouting something mean, put up your city wall. Choose NOT to say what’s swirling in your head. God can help you choose self-control.

“If you do, you can keep yourself from harm. [Bottom Line] Doing what you should can keep you safe.
“If that sounds tough, that’s because it is! But here’s what’s awesome. God can help us! Jesus sent His Holy Spirit to help us. We need His wisdom to be able to react with self-control. Let’s pray and ask God to help us do that.”
CG: Blank Bottom Line Slide
Pray

STORYTELLER: “Dear God, thank You for the wisdom You gave Solomon. What he said is so true—that we can stay safe when we have self-control. We need Your help to do that. Please help us choose to do what we SHOULD do instead of what we FEEL like doing. Help us to protect ourselves with a strong wall of self-control. We love You, and we ask these things in Jesus’ name, amen.”
Host enters, wearing his regular clothes. Storyteller exits.
Closer

HOST: “Wow! Anytime you have Violet from The Incredibles, Captain America, and a football player in one place, you know it’s a good day!
“Here’s the deal. Self-control helps you to do what you SHOULD do. It protects you from doing something you might regret. It’s like a force field or a shield or a helmet and shoulder pads. It’s like a big, strong wall that protects a city.

CG: Bottom Line Slide
[Bottom Line] “Doing what you should can keep you safe. 
“And you know what? If you want to have self-control, you’ve got to update your operating system. If you want to [Basic Truth] make the wise choice and stay in control, you’ve got to update the way you react. That way you can control your temper. You can control the words you say. You can stop yourself before you eat too much candy or watch too many episodes of your favorite show.
“Now, I know you might be thinking, ‘No, I can’t!’ And that may be true, but the good news is that you don’t need to do this on your own. God has given us everything we need to have self-control. In fact, that’s what our Memory Verse for the month is all about. It’s 2 Peter 1:3a.

“God’s power has given us everything we need to lead a godly life.
“All month we’ll be learning this verse. It’ll remind us that we can have self-control because God’s power gives us everything we need! After all, [Basic Truth] we can trust God no matter what. We can rely on the power He gives us as we choose to live His way.
“Now it’s time to head to Small Group, where you’ll talk some more about how you can choose self-control. Have fun!”
