Fool to Think (Slow to Anger) • Proverbs 16:32
SETTING up the story
· Proverbs is a book of wisdom from God that includes wise sayings—most of which God gave to King Solomon
· Proverbs 16:32
· It’s better for us to be patient and control our temper
· Sometimes it’s easy for us to lose our temper when we don’t get our way or if something seems unfair
what makes you lose your temper?
· What are some things that might make YOU lose your temper?
· Why is it so important that we control our temper?
· Our actions have consequences (good and not-so-good)
good and not-so-good consequences
· There are consequences in real life when you lose your temper
· Instead, God wants us to stop and THINK about what we should do before we just do what we FEEL like doing in that moment
· When we let our anger or temper control us, we end up hurting ourselves and others

· BL: Think before you lose your temper.
