Bible Story Outline

You Raise Me Up (Lazarus Raised) • John 11:1-45
SETTING up the story
· Have you ever wondered what it would be like to live when Jesus was here on earth?
· Everyone wanted to be near Jesus; He gave people hope
· The religious leaders didn’t like Jesus; they didn’t believe He was the Son of God
· They followed Him around because they wanted to trick Him
· Jesus said that we’re here to love God, love others
· He made following God so simple, and the religious leaders didn’t like that
· Eventually, the leaders picked up stones to throw at Him, but Jesus escaped
· He left Jerusalem and went across the Jordan River
Lazarus is sick
· Jesus got an important message: a friend of His, Lazarus, was sick
· Lazarus had two sisters named Mary and Martha
· When Jesus heard their message, He said, “This sickness will not end in death” (John 11:4)
· But Jesus didn’t go back to Lazarus’s home for two more days
· Jesus said He was going to wake Lazarus up (John 11:11)

· He wasn’t talking about sleep; He meant that Lazarus had died (John 11:14)
Jesus, martha, and mary
· Jesus and His friends traveled to Bethany
· Lazarus had already been in the tomb for four days
· Mary and Martha were sad about their brother; people came to comfort them
· Martha went out to meet Jesus (John 11:21-23, 25-26)
· Jesus called for Mary; like her sister, Mary said: John 11:32
· Jesus saw how sad Mary and the others were
· He cried; everyone could see how much He cared for Lazarus
· Some people were confused—couldn’t Jesus have kept His friend from dying?
He’s alive!
· Jesus came to the tomb, said to take away the stone
· Martha said it wouldn’t smell good; Jesus said: John 11:40
· They took away the stone
· Jesus prayed, then said, “Lazarus, come out!” (John 11:43)
· Jesus brought Lazarus back to life
Wrapping up the story
· Jesus had brought Lazarus back from the dead
· He proved that He really is God’s Son
· He proved that He’s more powerful than anything—even death
· BL: Whatever happens, remember how powerful God is.
· Even in those times when we can’t make sense of life, we can trust God
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
