Bible Story Outline

I Won’t Back Down (Paul and Silas in Prison) • Acts 16:16-40
SETTING up the story
· Paul and Silas went on journeys to different places to tell people about Jesus
· One day, Paul had a vision of a man begging them to come to Macedonia
· Once they got there, they began sharing about Jesus, and people began to believe
· One of those people was Lydia, who offered them a place to stay
paul and silas thrown in jail
· One day, a servant girl began to follow Paul and Silas
· She kept yelling; she was controlled by a Spirit that didn’t come from God
· Paul and Silas tried to ignore her, but she wouldn’t leave them alone
· Paul commanded the spirit to leave her, and it did
· Her bosses weren’t so happy; they used this servant girl and the spirit controlling her to make money
· They took Paul and Silas to face the city judges
· Paul and Silas were ordered to be whipped and put into jail
jailhouse rock
· Paul and Silas started praying, and the other prisoners heard them
· They began to sing songs of praise to God
· The earth began to shake; the doors of the jail flew open and everyone’s chains came loose
· The jailer was afraid that his prisoners had escaped and that he would be in trouble
· Paul said, “We are all here”
· The jailer rushed in and asked, “What must I do to be saved?” (Acts 16:29-31)
paul and silas go to the jailer’s house
· The jailer cleaned up Paul and Silas’s wounds
· He took them to his home and fed them a meal

· Paul and Silas shared the news of Jesus with the jailer and his family

· Every single person in his family became a believer in Jesus that day

· In the morning, the city judges send orders to release Paul and Silas quietly

· Paul pointed out that they hadn’t been given a trial AND they were Roman citizens

· The judges came to the jail, apologized, released Paul and Silas, and asked them to leave the city
Wrapping up the story
· Paul and Silas went to Lydia’s house and encouraged the new believers
· They left to share the message of Jesus with even more people
· Paul and Silas had a hard time, but they responded by praying and singing to God
· BL: You can choose joy when life gets hard.
· They had joy because they believed in Jesus
· We can choose to persevere instead of getting discouraged
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
