Prepare ahead of time kindergarten–1st grade Small Groups this week:

Social: Providing Time for Fun Interaction (Choose one or both of these activities.)
1. Early Arriver
Made to Create: an activity that explores spiritual ideas through the process of drawing, building, and designing

· Play-Doh®
2. Put Your Whole Self In
Made to Move: an activity that increases the oxygen in the brain and taps into the energy in the body
· No supplies needed
Groups: Creating a Safe Place to Connect (Choose as many of these activities as you like.)

* If you don’t have time to do all these activities, be sure to do activity #2.
1. Pour the Perfume 
[Talk about God | Bible Story Review]
Made to Imagine: an activity that promotes empathy and facilitates biblical application through role-play and reenactment 
NOTE: Do this activity together with all the K–1 groups in the room.
· Bible

· Plastic tablecloth or tarp

· Plastic spoons; one for each kid
· Tub of scented water; at least one teaspoon for each kid

· Small table or crate the tub can sit on

· Table

· You’ll need to choose a volunteer ahead of time who will be willing to get scented water poured onto their head. This might be your children’s pastor, your middle school pastor, a teenage boy, or a brave Small Group Leader. Make sure they bring a change of clothes with them. You’ll also want to check that they’re not allergic to the scent you’re adding to the water.
· NOTE: If you’re not able to do the activity as written with water, we suggest substituting confetti that kids can scoop out of a bowl and pour onto someone’s head.
* 2. Suds, Suds, and More Suds 
[Live for God | Application Activity] 
Made to Explore: an activity that extends learning through hands on experimentation and discovery 
· Large, flat plastic tubs; one for every four or five kids
· One or more pitchers
· Two tablespoon measuring spoons

· Plastic spoons (can be the same ones used in the “Pour the Perfume” activity; one for each kid

· Approx. 8-oz. cups or bowls (plastic, Pyrex®, or Styrofoam); one for each kid

· Plastic tablecloth(s)

· Paper towels

· Lidded (and marked) bowl of baking soda; 1 Tbsp for each kid

· Lidded (and marked) bowl of citric acid (could substitute lemon juice, but citric acid works better); 1 Tbsp for each kid

· Clear hand soap; 1/8 cup for each kid
· Optional: Food coloring or washable watercolor paints
· Optional: One large, deep plastic tub (see below)

· Optional: One large tub or bucket of water (see below)

· Optional: Latex-free plastic gloves (see below)

· To prepare for this activity:

· Mix the hand soap with warm water in a pitcher. For every 1/8 cup of soap, add 3/8 cups of water. 
· If you wish to use colored water, add a few drops of food coloring to the soapy mixture, or mix in some watercolor paints. We suggest providing the three primary colors.
· NOTE: At the end of this experiment, you will want to make sure to wash kids’ hands to remove any citric acid residue. If you have access to sinks, use them. If not, provide a large tub or bucket of water, an empty large tub, and a pitcher. Use the pitcher to scoop water out of the medium tub and pour it over kids’ hands into the large tub.
· ALERT: Citric acid can be tough on very sensitive skin. Ahead of time, you might want to ask parents if their kids have sensitive skin that reacts to light acids. If so, provide plastic gloves for those kids to wear, and supervise them carefully to make sure they don’t get any of the mixture on their skin.

[Hear from God | Memory Verse Activity]
Made to Play: an activity that encourages learning through following guidelines and working as a group

Made to Reflect: an activity that creates space for personal understanding and application
· No supplies needed

All for Love

Social: Providing Time for Fun Interaction (Small Groups, 15 minutes)

Welcome kids and spend time engaging in conversation and catching up. Get ready to experience today’s story. 
Before kids arrive, take a few moments to pray for them. Pray for those who might visit your group for the first time. Ask God to use you today to help your few understand that God is worthy of everything we have. Pray that kids would leave today encouraged to pray, read their Bible, and treat others with love as a way to love God Himself with everything they’ve got. 
1. Early Arriver Idea

Made to Create: an activity that explores spiritual ideas through the process of drawing, building, and designing

What You Need: Offering container, Play-Doh®
What You Do:

· Welcome kids to Small Group, and collect their offerings as they arrive.
· Give each kid a lump of Play-Doh and tell them to think of someone they love.
· Let kids use the Play-Doh to make a sculpture of the person they thought of.
· Encourage kids to share a way they’ve shown love to that person lately.
2. Put Your Whole Self In
Made to Move: an activity that increases the oxygen in the brain and taps into the energy in the body

What You Need: No supplies needed
What You Do:

· Sing and do the actions to the “Hokey Pokey” with the kids. 

· Before singing the final verse (“Put your whole self in”), add as many verses as you want, with various body parts. Get silly with it! (“Put your right pointer fingernail in.” “Put your left big toe in.” “Put your right nostril in.”)

· Finish it off with a rousing “Put your whole self in” verse. 
· Encourage kids to give it everything they’ve got.
What You Say:

“Whew! You really gave it everything you’ve got on that song—especially the last verse! [Transition] Let’s put our whole selves in to going to Large Group and listening with everything we’ve got.”

Lead your group to the Large Group area.
Groups: Creating a Safe Place to Connect (Small Groups, 25 minutes)
Create a safe place to connect and learn how the Bible story applies to real life experiences, through interactive activities and discussion questions.
1. Pour the Perfume
[Talk about God | Bible Story Review]
Made to Imagine: an activity that promotes empathy and facilitates biblical application through role-play and reenactment

What You Need: Volunteer; Bible; plastic tablecloth or tarp; plastic spoons; small table or crate; tub of scented water; towel
NOTE: Do this activity together with all the K–1 groups in the room.
What You Do:
· Ahead of time, recruit SGLs to help set up the table/tub, hand out spoons, help the kids line up, and act as crowd control.

· You’ll also want to instruct the volunteer to do their best to keep a straight face and act calm. This should be a serious activity, not a comedic one.

· Spread out the tarp or tablecloth, set the table in the middle of it, and place the tub on the table.
· Ask the volunteer to sit on the floor next to the table.
· Set the tub of water on the table.
· Give each kid a plastic spoon.
· Explain that you will read the Bible story from the Bible, and kids will take turns coming up, scooping up some water from the tub, and pouring it onto the volunteer’s head.
· Start reading the story from the Bible (Mark 14:1-9).

· Another Leader guides kids to line up to pour water onto the volunteer.

· Other Leaders make sure kids return to their seats and sit quietly.

· Read the story as many times as necessary to get all kids through the line, but try to get at least five or six kids through the line each time the story is read.
What You Say:
“Wow, [name of volunteer] is pretty wet right now! I bet Jesus was pretty wet, too, after the woman poured perfume on His head. But He didn’t care that He was wet. He cared that SHE cared about Him enough to do something so amazing for Him. She loved Him with everything she had. You can do that, too: [Bottom Line] Love God with everything you’ve got. You can do this by reading about Him, singing to Him, praying to Him, and loving the people around you in all the ways we talked about this month.”
* 2. Suds, Suds, and More Suds
[Live for God | Application Activity] 
Made to Explore: an activity that extends learning through hands on experimentation and discovery
What You Need: Large, flat tubs; pitcher(s) of prepared soapy mixture; Tablespoons; plastic spoons; cups or bowls; plastic tablecloth(s); paper towels; bowl of baking soda; bowl of citric acid; large, deep plastic tub (optional); large tub or bucket of water (optional); empty pitcher (optional); plastic gloves (optional)
What You Do:

· Lay out the plastic tablecloth(s), and set the flat plastic tubs on top of it.

· Place four or five bowls or cups inside each tub (one for each kid).
· Pour some of the soapy mixture into each bowl. If using colors, make sure each tub gets some of each color.
· Tell kids to gather around the tubs and claim a bowl but NOT touch it yet.
· If you have any kids with sensitive skin, give them some plastic gloves to wear. 
· Give each kid a plastic spoon.

· Go to each kid one at a time, and have them scoop one tablespoon of baking soda out of your bowl and dump it into their own bowl of soapy water.
· After getting their baking soda, tell kids to stir their mixture with their spoon.

· Quickly add a tablespoon of citric acid to each kid’s bowl, and tell them to stir with all they’ve got!
· The suds will quickly overflow into the tubs. If you’re using colored mixtures, encourage kids to use their spoons to mix the colors in the tubs.

· If you’re feeling brave, let kids use their hands to stir and play with the suds. Tell them to show LOVE to the people around them by not getting or throwing any suds on them.
· When you’re done, make sure kids thoroughly wash their hands and wrists.

What You Say:

“That was SO MUCH FUN! You really gave it everything you had when you stirred those crazy suds! You can [Bottom Line] love God with everything you’ve got, too. We can all get excited and do crazy things to show God we love Him. And when we do this—when we love others, when we serve them, when we spend time with them—God takes what we do and makes it something big and huge and exciting, just like these suds got big and huge. Let’s remember to [Bottom Line] love God with everything you’ve got—not just this week, but all the time!”
3. Sing for Your Verse
[Hear from God | Memory Verse Activity]

Made to Play: an activity that encourages learning through following guidelines and working as a group

What You Need: “Memory Verse Phrases” (Activity Page)
What You Do:

· Divide kids into two teams.
· Line the teams up on one side of your space.

· Place a set of “Memory Verse Phrases” on the floor or a table across your space from each team.

· Assign a song to each team: “Twinkle, Twinkle, Little Star” to one team and the “ABCs” song (the one that uses the same tune as “Twinkle, Twinkle”) to the other team.

· Give teams a chance to practice singing their song.

· Explain the relay to the kids:

· The first kid will run to the phrases, grab one, and run back to his team.

· Before he can tag the next person, the entire team must sing their song together.

· After all the phrases have been collected—and the song has been sung six times—teams will put the verse in order.

· The first team to finish is the winner!
· Start the relay.
· If kids have trouble putting the verse in order, point out the numbers on the phrases.

· If there’s time and interest, play again but switch the songs.

What You Say:

“That was a crazy relay, but you got it done. You gave it all you had when singing those songs as fast as you could! I love seeing you all giving things everything you’ve got. And I also want you to [Bottom Line] love God with everything you’ve got!”

[Make It Personal] (Share some things you do in order to love God with everything you’ve got. Maybe you read the Bible all the way through every year. Perhaps you have a special prayer routine every day. Maybe you lead worship at a nursing home. And don’t forget that you give your time and energy to lead a small group to help kids learn about Jesus!)
Pray and Dismiss
[Pray to God | Prayer Activity]

Made to Reflect: an activity that creates space for personal understanding and application

What You Need: No supplies needed
What You Do: 

· Ask kids to tell you ways we can love God with everything we’ve got.
· Pray

· Read the Bible

· Sing to Him
· Serve others

· Show love to the people in our lives

· Close with the prayer below.
What You Say:

“Dear God, thank You so much for loving us and giving us this amazing small group. We want to love others the way You love them, and we want to love YOU with everything we’ve got. Help us to do that this week and for the rest of our lives! In Jesus’ name, amen. Let’s say the Bottom Line together one more time. [Bottom Line] Love God with everything you’ve got!”

As adults arrive to pick up, tell them to ask kids about the suds activity and how it connects to loving God.
