Today’s Bible Story: Say Anything (No Secrets with God) • 1 John 1:9
Today’s Bottom Line: Being truthful with God keeps you close to Him.
Monthly Memory Verse: Anyone who lives without blame walks safely. But anyone who takes a crooked path will get caught. Proverbs 10:9 (NIrV)
Monthly Life App: Integrity—Choosing to be truthful in whatever you say and do
Basic Truth: I can trust God no matter what.
What You Need:
· No supplies needed
What You Do:
· As kids join the meeting and get settled, engage them in conversation about the past week.
· If you choose, consider using one of the ice breakers or games on the “Virtual Small Group General Info” page.
· If you’ve chosen to watch the Bible story video presentation as a group, get that started once you’ve given latecomers a chance to join the meeting, and once the group feels settled.
· After the Bible story video, move into this week’s activity.
Activity:
· Prompt kids to (silently) think of one true statement about themselves and one false statement about themselves.
· Give a simple example of one of each for yourself. 
· Allow kids to guess which statement is true and which statement is false giving thumbs up or thumbs down. 
· Let kids take turns sharing their statements while the rest of the group gives a thumbs up or thumbs down, depending on if they think the statement is true or false. 
What You Say:
“Was it hard to decide which statements were true and which statements were false? In this game, the point was to come up with a statement that seemed true even though it wasn’t. But when it comes to God, He always knows what’s true in our hearts. When we’re truthful with Him—when we tell Him when we’ve done something wrong—it helps keeps us close to Him. So when you find yourself trying to hide something, remember that [Bottom Line] being truthful with God keeps you close to him.”
Close your group in prayer:

“Heavenly Father, thank You for loving us, NO matter what. You always listen, always forgive, always love, even when we mess up. This week, help us be honest with You and admit when we’ve messed up, knowing that You will forgive us. We love You. Thanks for loving us, no matter what. In Jesus’ name we pray, amen.”
